SCHOOL UNIFORMS / TRACKSUIT GUIDELINES -  "EITHER / OR"
All connected with SHNS have always tried to take a practical and economically sensible approach to school uniforms. All on the Teaching Staff realize that children usually wear the clothes that they are either given on a particular morning or the clothes that are “left out” for them.

While a basic uniform is a good way of ensuring that every child is on an even keel, the associated costs can be prohibitive. The BOM does not intend to pursue a dress code that is impossible for families to maintain and could be a cause of embarrassment or stress for a child. 

The school uniform therefore, can be 
the formal school uniform or
 the navy school tracksuit or

a navy blue alternative (top and bottoms).

The uniform consists of a grey jumper and trousers / skirt / slacks with a light blue shirt / blouse / polo shirt.

Families are encouraged to source the best value in this uniform where ever they can.

From 2007-2008 the Parents’ Association did “trojan” work in developing a school tracksuit consisting of a navy blue top with red and white flashing together with the school name, and navy blue bottoms with no markings.

The tracksuits are stocked solely by Wallace's of Wellingtonbridge.

Many families will purchase the tracksuit top in Wallace's while buying alternative / extra navy blue bottoms in Wallace's or elsewhere.

On PE days children are asked to wear runners and the tracksuit but many children wear the tracksuit on a daily basis and there is no problem with that.
Should any pupil not be able to wear either the uniform / tracksuit on a given day, it is hoped that the uniform / tracksuit will be ready for pupil as soon as is practicable.

Parents / guardians are asked not to abuse this realistic standpoint by continually sending their children to school in alternative clothing.
